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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution adds one more section on application information and non-subscription information management.
Introduction
According to 23.501/4.2.5, there are some policy control related application information and non-subscription information stored in the UDR, i.e. Packet Flow Descriptions (PFDs) for application detection (per application) and application request information for multiple UEs (per group of UEs or all UEs). How to manage them are still missing in 23.503. 
This paper proposes the descriptions on Application information and non-subscription information management as a new section.

Application specific policy  information management
The application specific information used for policy control includes:

· ASP identifier;

· policies for the negotiation of background data transfer: A transfer policy together with a reference ID, the volume of data to be transferred per UE, the expected amount of UEs and the network area information;
· application request information for multiple UEs (per group of UEs or all UEs) as specified in TS 23.501;
· sponsored data connectivity profile information;
The application specific policy information may be retrieved/provisioned by the PCF/NEF per request of AF.
The management of application request information for multiple UEs is defined in Clause 6.3.7.2 of TS 23.501 [2] and the management of policies for the negotiation of background data transfer is defined in Clause 4.3.x of this specification.
