Overall description
SA WG2 sent “LS on UE Radio Capability handling for Option 3/3a/3x” (S2-172395) that indicated:
“SA2 would prefer that the MME continues to only store a single UE Radio Capability IE, i.e. the “New Radio” capabilities are encoded within the existing S1-AP UE Radio Capability IE and are invisible to the MME.”

RAN WG2 responded to this LS in R2-1703985 indicating: 

” RAN2 confirms that there will be no additional impact to the MME compared to the current LTE operation in order to store the radio capability for Option 3/3a/3x.

This means that MME will only store one radio capability container which includes NR capability in addition to LTE and LTE-NR dual connectivity capability. The encoding of the capabilities inside the container is invisible to the MME.”

In order for SA WG2 to determine whether the AMF or MME needs to have a trigger in NAS to retrieve the radio capabilities of the UE upon mobility of the UE from EPC to 5GC (and vice versa), SA WG2 would like to know whether the same assumption that is mentioned above is also foreseen for the encoding of radio capabilities of LTE, NR and dual connectivity of LTE with NR for NG-RAN options (option 2, 5, 7). 
In other words, SA2 would like to know whether the encoding of radio capabilities for a UE would allow encoding of all the UE’s radio capabilities within the existing Radio Capality IE and therefore be invisible to the MME and AMF.Note that this means the UE would also be required to report all its radio capabilities for LTE, NR and LTE-NR Dual Connectivity irrespective of the CN that the UE connects to. 

If that is not possible the “first TAU after 5GC Registration” and “first mobility Registration after EPC Attach” needs to be indicated to NAS in order to trigger the retrieval of new radio capabilities by the MME or AMF respectively.
