This procedure is initiated when the PCF wants to update UE policy in the UE configuration.

0.
As defined in clauses 4.16.1.2 and 4.16.2.2, AMF receives the UE Policy information from the PCF that needs to be delivered transparently to the UE over NAS.

1.
The AMF sends the UE Policy received from PCF as a transparent container in a NAS transport message for UE Policy delivery to the UE. The AMF provides an indication to the UE to acknowledge the command.
The UE acknowledges the reception and storage of the UE policies in the UE with a NAS message to the AMF. The UE includes the result of the operation in the acknowledgement. 

2.
The AMF monitors the reception of the acknowledgment from the UE.  If the UE includes the result of the operation indicating failure, the AMF sends the result of the operation to the PCF. 
NOTE 1:
The NAS messages used for this procedure are decided by stage 3 as specified in TS 24.501 [25].
NOTE 2:
The message indicating failure from AMF to PCF is defined by stage 3 as specified in TS 29.507 [32].
