Data Off 

The Data Off setting consists of two states which are “activated” and “deactivated”, and these states are only visible in the UE.
When the user changes the Data Off setting to “activated” state, no services except those carried in the PDU session towards the IMS DNN are allowed. 
If the UE has established PDU sessions towards both the IMS DNN and other DNNs, when the user changes the Data Off setting to “activated” state, the UE maintains the PDU session towards the IMS DNN and tears down the PDU session(s) towards other DNN(s).
If the UE registered to the network without any PDU session, after the user changes the Data Off setting to “activated” state, the UE shall be able to establish PDU session towards the IMS DNN and shall not establish PDU session towards any other DNN(s).

NOTE 1:
For the PDU session established towards the IMS DNN, how the UE and IMS core behave are specified TS 23.228 [15].
