	At SA2#125, a discussion paper (S2-180596) pointed out that the addition of MT SMS domain selection mechanism by SMSF is considered incomplete and redundant. Main issues listed are:

- Interface between SMSF and MME is missing.

- Relationship with MT SMS domain selection mechanism performed by IP-SM-GW is not clear.

- Relationship with MT SMS domain selection mechanism performed by SMS-GMSC is not clear.

- In the case there are two SMSFs for a UE, one for 3GPP access and the other for non-3GPP access, which SMSF performs MT SMS domain selection is not clear.

Upon further checking, the existing domain selection mechanism as specified by TS 23.040 (i.e., IP-SM-GW as SMS Router, or by the SMS-GMSC) is sufficient; hence, another MT SMS domain selection by SMSF is not required.

The procedure of Unsuccessful Mobile terminating SMS delivery is defined as follows:

-
If the AMF informs the SMSF that it cannot deliver MT-SMS to UE, 

the SMSF sends a failure report to the SMS-GMSC as defined in TS 23.040 [7].

-
After the first SMS-GMSC informs the UDM/HSS that the UE is not able to receive MT SMS, the UDM/HSS shall set its internal Mobile Station Not Reachable Flag (MNRF).

-
If the UDM/HSS has not subscribed UE Reachability Notification, it immediately initiates a subscription procedure as specified in clause 4.2.5.2.

-
When AMF detects UE activities, it notifies UDM/HSS with UE Activity Notification as described in clause 4.2.5.3. The UDM/HSS clears its MNRF and alerts related SMSCs to retry MT SMS delivery.
