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	According to the current specification when a UE is registered to a AMF via 3GPP access and non – 3GPP access then the AMF can decides to send MT SMS depending on the operator requirement. In case the UE is in CM-CONNECTED state over non-3GPP access and CM-IDLE state over 3GPP access and the AMF sends MT SMS via 3GPP access, then this has following cosequeences.
1.  AMF will perform paging procedure which will consume the paging resources in the network.

2. If the UE is not in coverage of 3GPP access then the MT SMS transfer will fail.

For efficient use of network resources, when the UE is in CM-CONNECTED state over non-3GPP access and CM-IDLE over 3GPP access then the AMF shall transfer the MT SMS via non-3GPP access.

MT SMS over NAS via non-3GPP access

MT SMS procedure via non-3GPP access is specified by reusing the MT SMS via 3GPP access in CM-CONNECTED state with the following modification:

If the UE access to the network via both 3GPP and non-3GPP accesses and the AMF determines to deliver MT-SMS via non-3GPP access when the UE is in CM-IDLE state over 3GPP access, otherwise based on operator policy in step 4, the NAS messages is transferred via non-3GPP access network.
