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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS on paging with IMSI/SUCI in 5GS. SA2 discussed the following questions from CT1 and the answers are given below.
Question 1: Whether paging with IMSI or SUCI needs to be supported in 5GS?
[SA2] Paging with IMSI is an abnormal procedure used for error recovery in the network, which was supported in 2G, 3G and EPC. In 5GS the IMSI is replaced by SUPI and identified as a one valid SUPI type. Till now SA2 has not identified any requirements to perform SUPI (e.g., IMSI) paging in 5GS.  As such, the paging with SUPI (IMSI) will not be supported in 5GS.
The SUCI is the Subscription Concealed Identifier, which is provided by the UE each time with different value for the same IMSI, and decrypted on the UDM. It can be temporarily used to identify the UE at the AUSF and UDM. It is not stored at the UE once the UE provided it to the network, i.e. it is a one-time usage. Although the AMF may store an association between UE and SUCI, there is no usage as the UE will not use that SUCI anymore. The UE will not monitor paging message with that value.

As a conclusion, neither paging with IMSI nor paging with SUCI is supported in 5GS.
