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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT3 for their LS on Deletion of Network Parameter Configuration (S2-184294/C3-182329). SA2 discussed the raised issues and agreed the CR as attachment. 
Question 1: Should the SCEF interact over the southbound interface with the HSS?

SA2 answer: Yes. SCEF need interact over the southbound interface with the HSS to remove the related network parameter configured at the MME/SGSN. 
Question 2: If so, how does this interaction work?
SA2 answer: This interaction is done via the procedure defined in clause 5.18 TS23.682. .
Question 3: If the Delete is forwarded to the HSS, how should the HSS handle the request (e.g. the periodic RAU/TAU Timer)?
SA2 answer: If SCEF Reference ID for Deletion was received, the HSS deletes the network parameter configuration identified by the SCEF Reference ID for Deletion. In addition, the HSS shall set the subscribed periodic RAU/TAU timer based on the available original subscribed periodic RAU/TAU timer defined in subcluase 5.7.1 of TS 23.401 [7]..
Question 4: Should the HSS interact with the MME/SGSN?
SA2 answer: If the HSS received a SCEF Reference ID for Deletion, the HSS sends an Insert Subscriber Data Request (Maximum Response Time (if provided), subscribed periodic RAU/TAU timer (if modified), Suggested Number of Downlink Packets (if provided)) message to the MME/SGSN for the individual UE or for each individual group member UE. In the message, the HSS do as following: 
· Remove  the subscribed periodic RAU/TAU time or change the subscribed periodic RAU/TAU time to default value;
· Remove  the Maximum Response Time or change the Maximum Response time to default value;

· Remove  the Suggested Number of Downlink Packets or change the Suggested Number of Downlink Packets to default value.
