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	Reason for change:
	According to TS 23.501, clause 5.15.4.2, it describes that, once the UE received the Allowed and/or Configured NSSAI update, it should also receive the URSP update according TS 23.503.  However, when referring to TS 23.503, clause 6.6.2.2, there is no mention how and when the PCF is triggered to update the URSP rule in the UE.  Furthermore, clause 5.15.4.2 in TS 23.501states that, without the URSP rule, the UE is not allowed to indicate the target S-NSSAI in the PDU Session Establishment procedure.    

	
	

	Summary of change:
	This is the 23.503 part of the CR correction to have the AMF to request the UE’s serving PCF in the HPLMN for the policy update of the URSP rule in the UE once the Network Slicing subscription change has been successfully updated in the UE.  


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The UE will not able to initiate the PDU Session Establishment until the UE’s serving PCF in the HPLMN updates the URSP in the UE.

The UE may be provisioned with URSP rules by PCF of the HPLMN. When the UE is roaming, the PCF in the HPLMN may update the URSP rule in the UE. In addition, the UE may be also pre-configured with URSP rules (e.g. by the operator).
The PCF provisions the URSP rules in the UE may be during or after the UE’s successful registration, configuration update or Network Slicing subscription change. 
Only the URSP rules provisioned by the PCF is used by the UE, if both URSP rules provisioned by the PCF and pre-configured URSP rules are present.
