Overall description
SA2 thanks RAN2 for the LS on connection control and would like to provide the following feedback:

RAN2 question 1: RAN2 would like to ask if there is a need for a corresponding type indicator for guami, i.e., a guami-Type. This is related to both NR and LTE connected to 5GC.

SA2 reply: SA2 has discussed this issue and has concluded that there is no need for a guami-Type since the the number space for GUMMEI and GUAMI are assumed to be separate according to TS 23.501 Annex B:
To support interworking with the legacy EPC core network entity (i.e. MME), it is assumed that the 5G <AMF Region ID> and EPS <MMEGI> is partitioned to avoid overlapping values in order to enable discovery of source node (i.e. MME or AMF) without ambiguity.

Givent this, the type of GUAMI (native or mapped from GUMMEI) can be derived from the GUAMI itself and routing rules can be configured in NG-RAN based on this as needed.
RAN2 question 2: RAN2 would like to ask if there is a need for RRC Release to support a mechanism equivalent to loadBalancingTAURequired.
SA2 reply: From SA2 perspective there is no need for RRC Release to support a mechanism equivalent to loadBalancingTAURequired since the 5GC mechanisms for load (re-)balancing do not require to force the UE to perform the Registration procedure.

SA2 will let CT1 comment on RAN2's question 3 ("RAN2 would like to ask if there is a need to define an abortion of RRC connection establishment triggered by upper layers.")
