	The packet filter handling description is updated by clarifying under which condition the behavior is different. A note is added to explain the specifics of the default QoS rule in detail.

Furthermore, a reference to 23.501 (where the SMF behavior for the QoS rule generation is described) is added.

Handling of packet filters provided to the UE by SMF

Packet filters are provided to the UE by the SMF in the Packet Filter Sets of QoS rules as defined in TS 23.501 [2].
The functional description for the handling of packet filters provided to the UE by SMF in clause 6.1.9 of TS 23.203 [4] applies with the difference that traffic mapping information that effectively disallows any useful packet flows in uplink direction does not need to be provided for a QoS Flow in case there is no SDF filter with an indication to signal corresponding traffic mapping information to the UE in a QoS rule for the uplink direction. 
NOTE 1:
The default QoS rule will either contain a Packet Filter Set that allows all UL packets or a Packet Filter Set that is generated from the UL SDF filters which have an indication to signal corresponding traffic mapping information to the UE.
NOTE 2:
If multiple PCC rules with an indication to signal corresponding traffic mapping information to the UE are bound to the QoS Flow associated with the default QoS rule, it is up to SMF implementation which one will be chosen to generate the default QoS rule. If the PCC rule that is chosen to generate the default QoS rule gets removed, another PCC rule bound to the QoS Flow associated with the default QoS rule will be used instead and the default QoS rule would be updated accordingly.
In case of interworking with E-UTRAN connected to EPC, the specific aspects of the handling of packet filters at the SMF are described in clause 4.11.1 of TS 23.502 [3].
