While the 6.3.1 solution was promising “to re-use the secondary authentication introduced in Release 15 to enable slice authentication” , based on inspection of the solution, it seems to require several dedicated developments that impacts all network elements in the CN. The UDM is impacted not only (even if not mentioned) for subscription policy that require secondary AUTH (like in solution 6.3.2) but also to retain status of authentication and SMF that needs to be contacted to revoke the slice authentication. Extensive SMF and AMF interactions specific for this feature are required and also  state maintenance in the system even across the roaming interfaces.
Solutions in 6.3.2  only impacts RM signalling, the solution in 6.3.1 has some drawbacks that seem not resolvable as the UE can stay registered in slices as long as it does not execute SM procedures. 
Because of the assessment here above, solution 6.3.2 should be the basis of normative work.

For KI#3 it is concluded that Solution in clause 6.3.2 shall be the basis of normative work.

Base on the outcome of these interactions it will be possible to update the procedure, but the guiding principle is that this is based on AMF-UE interaction with no SMF interaction.
