This solution complies to the “agreed” definition of Mutually Exclusive Access to Network Slices as described in clause 3.1, and complies to the working assumptions and requirements as described in clause 4.

This solution requires static slicing group configuration in the UE for all potential roaming partners, it is unclear how exactly the static group configuration can be coordinated with the S-NSSAI when the S-NSSAI is updated?  Therefore, it is unclear for this solution impacts to the UE Configuration Update procedure.   
Furthermore, this solution does not explain how the network recognizes the UE’s capability for supporting mutually exclusive access to network slice, because there is no mention for any configuration on the network side so that it can coordinate with the UE and the HPLMN to support the mutually exclusive access to network slices. Without such information, the serving AMF and NSSF would not know how to organize and map the Subscribed S-NSSAIs to the Requested NSSAI during the UE registration, because Subscribed S-NSSAIs may be a mix of slicing groups.  
This solution requires also some additional checking in UE registration procedures to determine whether mutually exclusive access to network slices needs to be enabled.  However, this solution requires no change to PDU session establishment procedures and also it does not require any change to the existing services/parameters.
It is unclear of this solution impact to UDM. 
This solution has no impact to the RAN.
