5G LAN Group Management
5G System supports 5G LAN Group Management can be configured by a network administrator or can be managed dynamically by AF. 

The 5G LAN group member is uniquely identifed by GPSI. The group as described in clause 5.2.3.3.1 of TS 23.502 [4] is used to identify the 5GLAN group. In order to support dynamic 5GLAN Group Management, the NEF exposes a set of service to manage (e.g. add/delete) 5G LAN group and 5G LAN member.

The 5G LAN configuration is provided by the AF to the NEF and is stored in the UDR, by using the NEF service operations information flow procedure described in TS 23.502 [4] clause 4.15.6.2. The 5G LAN configuration includes the following parameters:

· The PDU session type (i.e. IP or Ethernet)
· DNN
· S-NSSAI

· GPSI (i.e. 5GLAN group member UE)

5GLAN configuration stored in the UDR such as PDU session type (i.e. IP or Ethernet), DNN and S-NSSAI is delivered to UE from the PCF using the UE Configuration Update procedure for transparent UE Policy delivery described in TS 23.502 [4] clause 4.2.4.3.
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
