Network Function Service Communication
NF/NF Service (Consumer) communicates with the NF/NF Service (Producer) via direct communication path between two NF/NF Service instance or indirect communication path by using an SCP. Whether a NF/NF service uses direct communication or indirect communication by using an SCP is based on configuration of that NF or NF service. Direct and indirect communication may be supported in the same network. 

In direct communication, the NF Service (Consumer) performs explicitly discovery of the target NF Service (Producer) by local configuration or via NRF. The NF Service (Consumer) communicates with the target NF Service (Producer) directly.
In indirect communication, the NF Service (Consumer) communicates with the target NF Service (Producer) via SCP. The NF Service (Consumer) may be configured to perform discovery of the target NF Service (Producer), or delegate the discovery of the target NF Service(Producer) to its SCP. In later case the SCP uses the parameters provided by NF Service(Comsumer) to perform discovery and/or selection of the target NF Service(Producer). The SCP address is locally configured in NF Service.
NOTE x:
The NF Service(Comsumer) and NF Service(Producer) may be served by different SCPs.
