MICO mode with Active Time
When a UE indicates preference for MICO mode during Initial Registration or Registration Update procedure as described in clause 5.4.1.3, the UE may request an Active Time value for MICO mode. If the AMF receives requested Active Time from the UE and determines that the MICO mode is allowed for the UE, the AMF allocates an Active Time value, e.g. based on local configuration, Expected UE Behaviour if available, Requested Active Time, UE subscription information and network policies, and indicates it to the UE during Registration procedure. If the UE does not request an Active Time value for MICO mode or the MICO mode is not allowed, the AMF shall not allocate an Active Time for the UE. 
When the AMF allocates the Active Time, the AMF should not allocate all PLMN Registration Area to the UE.

If the Active Time is allocated, the UE and AMF start the Active timer with the Active Time value when transitioning from CM_CONNECTED state to CM_IDLE state. When the Active timer expires, the UE enters the MICO mode. The UE and the AMF re-negotiate the MICO mode and the Active Time value at every subsequent Registration procedure. When the UE is in CM-CONNECTED, the AMF may change the Active Time by UE Configuration Update procedure as described in clause 4.2.4 in TS 23.502 [3].
