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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes updated requirements for Restricted Local Operator Services for information reporting.

Introduction and Discussion
TR 23.715 is the study on Enhancements for the Provision of Access to Restricted Local Operator Services (PARLOS) for Release 16.  The completed study presents agreed assumptions that the RLOS service supports both unauthenticated and authenticated UEs.  To facilitate accurate reporting for RLOS, a UE without an IMSI should be marked as unauthenticated as referenced in TS 23.401 handling of Emergency Services.  Similar to the configuration of Emergency Services, the network should be able to isolate RLOS usage from the rest of the PLMN’s communications and accurately report all unauthenticated and authenticated communications traffic.

Proposal
It is proposed to include the following update to Clause 4.3.x (Restricted Local Operator Services) of TS 23.401:

· For RLOS attached UEs, a UE without an IMSI shall be marked as unauthenticated to allow for accurate reporting of all RLOS communications traffic.
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
