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1. Overall Description:
SA2 would like to thank CT4 for its LS in C4-188603 / S2-1900036.

SA2 discussed the questions and actions raised by CT4 and concluded that the following :
· For steps 2a and 2b 3 an authorization check is performed by AMF using OAuth 2.0 authorization framework from TS 33.501 for access to Namf_EventExposure_Subscribe service operation, but this check is not based on subscriber’s identity.
· Steps 0a and 0b from 3GPP TS 23.502 subclause 4.2.5.2 should be removed, i.e. there is no use case for UDM to provide AMF with a list of authorized NFs for the UE reachability.
· For cases where a check is needed on subscriber basis, the NF always has to go via UDM, and UDM can then check whether for this specific UE the reachability event type is allowed or not. UDM will also check if the NF requesting UE reachability is authorized, using the list of NF ids for Network Functions authorized by the HPLMN to request notifications on this UE's reachability, as stored in UDR.

The attached CR was agreed.
