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1. Overall Description:

3GPP is defining the architecture for a Trusted Non 3GPP access to 5GC. 
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From a functional point of view, a TNAN is composed at least of two types of network functions (see Figure above):

(i)
A Trusted Non-3GPP Access Point (TNAP): The TNAP enables UEs to access the TNAN by using a non-3GPP wireless or wired access technology. For example, in case of an IEEE 802.11 WLAN, the TNAP corresponds to a WLAN access point functionality.

(ii)
A Trusted Non-3GPP Gateway Function (TNGF): The TNGF exposes the 5GC N2/N3 interfaces (defined in 3GPP TS 23.501) and enables the UE to connect to 5GC over a non-3GPP access technology.

TNAN(s) are further defined in 3GPP TS 23.501.
The 3GPP is not going to define the interface between the TNAP and the TNGF.
