Overall description
SA2 thanks RAN3 for the LS on “RRC cause in RRC re-establishment fallback”.
In SA2’s understanding the UE would stop trying to re-establish (and go to idle) well before the CN or RAN decide to remove the UEs context and move the UE to CM-IDLE. Given that the UE is still in CM-CONNECTED mode in the AMF, and then the CN receives an INITIAL UE MESSAGE from RAN with (possibly) an indication that an RRC cause is not provided. 

In summary SA2 expects that the AMF already has the RRC establishment cause in the UE context and therefore able to handle this type of case. Therefore SA2 sees no need for including the RRC est. cause in N2 message, to support a case where the RRC Establishment Cause is not available at the gNB.
