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Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes updating the descriptions for the FN-BRG to align with requirements for a 5G SUPI.

Introduction and Discussion
The globally unique 5G Subscription Permanent Identifier (SUPI) is allocated to each subscriber in the 5G system.  The SUPI has been updated to contain an IMSI, Network Access Identifier (NAI), Line ID + operator identifier for supporting Fixed Network BBF Residential Gateways (FN-BRGs), and HFC Identifier + operator identifier for supporting Fixed Network Cable Residential Gateways (FN-CRGs).  As the Line ID is not globally unique, there should be an effort made to ensure that parameters used align with the requirements for a 5G SUPI.   In TR101 Migration to Ethernet-Based Broadband Aggregation Issue 2, clause 2.3 Access Node (AN), the AN must support user isolation (i.e., the network’s ability to isolate user traffic based on a unique identifier).

Proposal
It is proposed to include the following update to the description of the FN-BRG of the 5GS:

· The Line ID + operator identifier should be globally unique to support user isolation.
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
