Non-roaming and Roaming with Local Breakout
The PDU Session Modification procedure described in Figure 4.3.3.2-1 is used to modify the MA PDU Session when the UE is not roaming, or when the UE is roaming and the PDU Session Anchor (PSA) is located in the VPLMN with the following differences and clarifications:
-
The MA PDU Session modification is used when one or several of the QoS parameters, ATSSS rules exchanged between the UE and the network are modified. 
Editor’s note: Whether the procedure can be used to establish the user plane resource in second access for MA PDU session or any other functions is FFS.

-
The PDU Session Modification Request message may be sent over the 3GPP access or over the non-3GPP access. In the steps below, it is assumed that it is sent over the 3GPP access.
-
In step 1d, the step may also be triggered if the SMF decide to update the ATSSS rules and corresponding Packet Detection Rules.

-
In step 2, the SMF may maps the received PCC rules into the updated ATSSS rules and the updated parameters over N4 reference point including Packet Detection Rules. 
-
In step 3a and step 3b, in case the SMF maps the received PCC rules into the updated ATSSS rules in step 2, the ATSSS rules should be included in the N1 SM container.
-
In step 8 and step 12, in case the SMF maps the received PCC rules into the updated parameters over N4 reference point including Packet Detection Rules in step 2, the SMF shall send the updated parameters over N4 reference point to UPF.
