Key Issue 14: How to ensure that slice SLA is guaranteed 

To ensure that slice SLA is guaranteed:

-
NWDAF services need to be extended to allow for providing analytics on QoE. This can be done as described for solution 3: QoS profile provisioning.

-
The QoE analytics can be provided by NWDAF to OAM on a global level or on a slice level.

-
OAM is responsible for evaluating SLA fulfilment and taking appropriate actions globally.

Any slice admission control mechanism in 5GC, based on the NWDAF analytics, goes beyond eNA scope. Requirements and architecture for this would need further study in SA2.
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
