[bookmark: _Toc524946558][bookmark: _Toc532895835]For indirect communication shown in Annex X, the SCP follows the following principles regarding Network Function and Network Function Service discovery and selection:
-	If the end point address of a request sent by a NF service consumer points to a specific target NF producer/NF service producer instance (e.g. the request URI points to a specific target NF producer/ NF service producer instance, the SCP resolves the URI to a specific target instance), the SCP shall route the service request to the requested target unless the target is not available (e.g. in the case of instance failure, operator configuration).
-	If the end point address of a request sent by a NF service consumer points to multiple NF producer/NF service producer instances (e.g. the request URI points to multiple NF instances), the SCP shall select an NF Producer/NF service producer instance from the instances pointed to by the end point address and route the service request to the selected target NF producer/NF service producer instance but within the consumer selected instances.
-	If the end point address and associated request parameters sent by a NF service consumer points to a specific target NF producer type (i.e. delegated discovery is employed), the SCP shall discover and select a specific NF producer/NF service producer instance of the requested type.
