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Overall Description:
RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for the LS on Automatic Restoration of GFBR QOS. RAN2 has analysed impacts on component B and component C in Annex B, and would like to provide the following feedback:
In response to the questions raised in the incoming LS:
i)	The admission control concept outlined in component B.
This question has already been answered by RAN3.
ii)	With regards to component C, whether RAN signalling (RRC or other RAN signalling) from the RAN to the UE is needed when a GFBR flow is no longer granted the ‘guaranteed’ radio resources.
From AS point of view, RAN2 do not see any need for the UE to be informed that the QoS is not met in order for the UE to discard old packets, as the PDCP layer already has functionality for discarding of outdated packets. This functionality is based on Configurable PDCP Discard Timer which ranges from 10ms - 1.5s. 
Furthermore, RAN2 cannot comment whether there is any application layer that needs to be informed by the network that the QoS cannot be met.
