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1. Overall Description:
SA2 has recently clarified IMS voice support options, in particular regarding EPS fallback for IMS voice. EPS fallback for IMS voice, as well as for emergency voice services, is supported for UEs connected to 5G System. The 5G System is defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 Rel-15 as follows:

5G System: 3GPP system consisting of 5G Access Network (AN), 5G Core Network and UE.
In 3GPP Rel-15 the 5G AN is comprised of 3GPP accesses (NG-RAN) and untrusted non-3GPP accesses, where NG-RAN is defined as follows

NG-RAN: A radio access network that supports one or more of the following options with the common characteristics that it connects to 5G Core:

1)
Standalone New Radio.

2)
New Radio is the anchor with E-UTRA extensions.

3)
Standalone E-UTRA.

4)
E-UTRA is the anchor with New Radio extensions.

EPS fallback for IMS voice will allow “voice centric” 5G UEs to connect to 5G System even though the network is not able to provide a successful IMS voice over PS session over NG-RAN connected to 5G Core. However SA2 expects/understands that an IMS Profile for Voice, Video and Messaging over 5GS will be developed by GSMA, including all the accesses that make up the 5G AN, as defined in 3GPP and reported above.
2. Actions:

To GSMA 5GJA, GSMA NG groups.

SA2 kindly asks GSMA to take the above into account for the development of the IMS Profile for Voice, Video and Messaging over 5GS.
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
