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	Reason for change:
	In SA2#132 it was discussed how to handle emergency calls for the case of PLMN Integrated NPN (aka CAG cells). There are different cases that need to be considered: 
For rel.15 UEs (not supporting CAG) it is expected that barring indications similar to cellReservedForOtherUse will be defined in the SIB to restrict access to rel.15 UEs from CAG cells. When this barring indication is set it is expected that the cell is not going to be considered an acceptable cell in the cell ranking which the UE performs when in limited service state. In this respect emergency calls from rel.15 UEs in limited service state will not be possible from a CAG cell.
For rel.16 UEs in C1-192481 CR to TS 23.122 (agreed at CT1#116) it was clarified that CAG selection procedures are optional in the UE. Therefore for UEs that support CAG selection procedures, if they are in normal state and therefore get access to a CAG cell as suitable cell, they perform emergency procedures as defined in TS 23.501 clause 5.16.4. If the UEs are in limited service state, the CAG cell can be considered an acceptable cell and again procedures defined in TS 23.501 for limited service state (“emergency registered”) will apply. For Rel.16 UEs that do not support CAG selection procedures it can be left up to RAN2 to decide whether they will behave like rel.15 UEs or it will be possible to ignore the barring indication and treat the CAG cell as acceptable cell in cell selection procedures. This wil be defined in TS 38.304. 
For connected mode mobility, if the UE  is not authorized to access the target CAG cell and has emergency services, the target NG-RAN node only accepts the emergency PDU sessions and the target AMF releases the non-emergency PDU connections that were not accepted by the NG-RAN node. Such UEs behave as emergency registered.

If the UE is able to access the CAG cell as acceptable cell as defined in TS 38.304 [50] and TS 23.122 [17], the UE is able to perform emergency calls in limited service state based on procedures defined in clause 5.16.4. 
During handover to a CAG cell, if the UE is not authorized to access the target CAG cell and has emergency services, the target NG-RAN node only accepts the emergency PDU sessions and the target AMF releases the non-emergency PDU connections that were not accepted by the NG-RAN node. Such UEs behave as emergency registered.
