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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes the interactions between SMF and UPF for 5G-RG and FN-RG.

Introduction
Generally speaking, the SMF and UPF interactions for 5G-RG and FN-RG can follow clause 4.4 in TS23.502.
When the 5G-RG perform PDU Session establishment procedure for the IPTV service via FWA scenario, the Multicast Control List should be included in the N4 Session Establishment/Modification Request to the UPF. Otherwise, UPF cannot perform suitable multicast transmission procedures.
For the FN-RG, the EN is left FFS.

Proposal
It is proposed to update TS 23.316 as follows:
