Overall description
SA2 observed that the maximum value of Maximum Data Burst Volume (MDBV) in stage-3 specifications (TS 38.413 and TS 29.571) is set to 4095 bytes. MDBV denotes the largest amount of data that the 5G-AN is required to serve within a period of 5G-AN PDB and therefore allowing maximum 4095 bytes in typical PDB values of 9ms or 25ms (excluding the CN PDB) results in extremely low bitrates which are unrealistic for typical applications that are expected to require delay critical GBR 5QIs. SA2 revised the MDBV values in the delay critical 5QIs to be 500 times more the previous values of MDBV (127 kbytes and 677 kbytes respectively). SA2 therefore recommends that the maximum allowed value of MDBV for signalled 5QI characteristics is set to 2000 kbytes. 
SA2 approved the attached rel.16 CR to TS 23.501. Recipient groups of this LS can decide whether to apply this change in rel.15 or rel.16 for the specifications under their control.
