· UE is replaced by W-AGF on behalf of the FN-CRG for the balance of TS 23.501 [2] section 5.10 and subclauses.

TS 23.501[2] section 5.10 applies to the 5G-CRG with the following deltas:

· The UE is replaced by the 5G-CRG

· Signaling security aspects between the 5G-CRG and the W-AGF are specified by CableLabs in WR-TR-5WWC-ARCH [27].
