Abstract of the contribution: This paper proposes a new key issue on MBS target area into TR 23.757.
1. Discussion
"MBS target area" that MBS traffic needs to be distributed is considered one of key parameters for multicast-broadcast services (MBSs).
In EPS, the parameter for MBMS broadcast area for MBMS traffic delivery can be a list of MBMS Service Area Identities, or a list of cell IDs, or both as defined in TS 23.246.
After MBS session is established for MBS traffic delivery to the MBS target area, the MBS target area can be changed e.g. due to change of user/UE distribution, depending on the contents, etc. The change of the target area may be frequent for some services such as Public Safety service and V2X service. Therefore, how to efficiently modify the MBS target area for the established MBS session needs to be studied.

For 5G MBS, various aspects on the MBS target area for MBS traffic delivery should be studied.
