[bookmark: _Toc503272509][bookmark: _Toc20147939][bookmark: _Toc20730725]Rel-16 introduced possibility of networks implementing multiple NWDAF instances for different Analytics IDs. NWDAF currently is considered to be a monolithic entity and each NWDAF instance may need to reflect such monolithic architecture consisting of all of the logical functions. The NWDAF NF provides the following functionality according to TS 23.501 [2].
-	Support data collection from NFs and AFs;
-	Support data collection from OAM;
-	NWDAF service registration and metadata exposure to NFs/AFs;
-	Support analytics information provisioning to NFs, AF.
The proposal as per this Key Issue is to:
- 	Refine the analysis of the different functionnalities of the NWDAF in TS 23.288 [5] and TS 23.501 [2] (e.g. model training, data collection from various sources, data storage, computation of analytics, provision of analytics to various consumers),
-	Study whether NWDAF functional split is required by analysing deployment situations, comparison criteria (e.g. modularity, signalling load, scalability, resilience, energy consumption) and trade-offs, 
-	and Iidentify the NWDAF functionalitiesy in TS 23.288 [5] and TS 23.501 [2] that can be separated or placed in a different NF/NF Services, and.
-	Study whether standard based services need to be defined as a result of splitting NWDAF functionality.
