1. Overall Description:

In the Reply LS from SA2 on mapping between LTE V2X PPPP and NR V2X priority (S2-1909987/R1-1911675), SA2 provides the following feedback:

As defined in TS 23.287 clause 5.4.3.3, the Priority Level of the NR V2X PC5 QoS characteristics has the same format and meaning of that of the PPPP:

The Priority Level has the same format and meaning as that of the ProSe Per-Packet Priority (PPPP) defined in TS 23.285 [8]. 

NOTE:
Using the same format for Priority Level and PPPP provides better backward compatibility. 

This means that the same numerical value of Priority Level and PPPP has the same meaning in NR V2X and LTE V2X. 

SA2 would like to provide clarification on NR PC5 Priority Level to RAN1 as below:

The Priority Level for NR PC5 has the same format and meaning as the Priority value of the PPPP for LTE PC5. In case of NR PC5, the PDB is derived from the PQI table as defined in clause 5.4.4 of TS 23.287. In case of LTE PC5, the PDB derivation is according to TS 23.285, i.e., the low PDB is mapped to the high priority PPPP value.
