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Overall description
SA2 would like to thank CT4 for the “LS on Network Configuration Parameters in Monitoring Events”. SA2 discussed the LS and would like to provide the following feedback.
C4-202355 states:
The configuration of Network Configuration Parameters in Monitoring Event seems to be inherited from EPC domain, where both Monitoring Events and Network Parameters are configured via the same interface on HSS (s6t). Since the introduction of Network Configuration, the use of configuration of parameters via monitoring events is no longer recommended, according to latest TS 23.682:

NOTE 3:
The Network Parameter Configuration via SCEF feature (see clause 4.5.21) feature supersedes the option of setting Reachability Type to "configuration" during configuration of the UE Reachability Monitoring Event which is no longer recommended.

[SA2 feedback] The above note is about deprecating the function of using Monitoring Event configuration procedure to do network parameter configuration without associating with a specific event type (e.g. Reachability for Data). When provisioning a specific event type, the event specific parameters such as Maximum Latency is still allowed to be included per TS 23.682.

C4-202355 states:
CT4 considers managing Network Configuration Parameters ONLY via Nudm_ParameterProvisioining service is a better choice, which follows the direction of SBI design and better fits the service logic as the parameters are applied on UE level, regardless of the events being monitored. The handling of the parameters by different AFs on the same UE can be described properly

[SA2 feedback] Ideally Network Configuration Parameters should be managed ONLY via Nudm_ParameterProvision service operation in 5GC, however, there may be legacy AF that supports only Monitoring Event Configuration procedure (corresponding to Event Exposure subscription in 5GC). Considering also that TS 23.502 clause 4.15.3.1 has already allowed to include monitoring parameters (e.g. Maximum Latency) in the event subscription, the recommendation is to keep the Monitoring Event as it is currently specified in TS 23.502.  
In addition, SA2 also identified inconsistent description and incomplete functionality in Parameter Provisioning for Network Configuration parameters which are also captured in the attached CR.
