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1 Introduction

In Montreal (August 9th-10th), Ericsson got the action point to extract from the contribution VHE-OSA-0017 the issues that may require investigation by S2. The following subsection attempts at identifying such issues.

2 OSA requirements to be addressed by S2

Considering the OSA stage 1 specification v.0.1.0, the following requirements may need to be treated by S2 before N5 can proceed with SCF definitions:

· User Data Management (section 7) and User Profile Management SCFs (sections 10.3.3 and 10.3.4). These requirements are tightly linked to VHE user profile requirements and can only be treated within OSA when corresponding S2 work will have been performed. Note that VHE user profile aspects may impact the definition of other SCFs as well, e.g. multiple user profiles and related dynamic association.

· Charging Requirements (section 8.1) and associated Charging SCF(s). Related to VHE, and its ability to support corresponding requirements.

· Traceability Requirements (section 8.2). To be refined by S1.

· Security Requirements (section 9). To be refined by S1.

· In section 10.2.4 (Information Transfer SCFs), the requirement concerning “send information notification” that the “application or execution environment in the terminal (e.g. MExE, SAT) that is to display this information needs to be referenced”. This typically is a case of required interaction between VHE toolkits. This requirement may have to be assessed by VHE stage 1, before being potentially treated by S2.

· Terminal Capabilities (section 10.3.5). The statement that “the requirement shall apply to any type of terminal” extends the scope of the R99 SCF (exclusively based on WAP) and may require technical investigations by S2 and other groups.

· Home and Visited Network Capabilities SCFs (10.3.6). To be refined by S1.
