The purpose of TR23.cde (“Feasibility study of architecture for network requested PDP context activation with User-ID) is to provide Push Service over IP connectivity service for a user.  This contribution contains additional issues that need to be addressed in connection with this TR.

Discussion

a) Why use the high bandwidth bearer to set up the PDP context?  Has a comparison study been prepared between signaling vs. bearer path to provide push service?

b) What is the protocol to be used for Push Service over IP once the PDP context is established?  Will it be an existing protocol or a new one?

c) Will the existing push service concept of “store and forward” be supported?

d) Is direct content push (server to subscriber) acceptable?  Are there adequate controls to prevent undesired pushes?

e) Would this service be used for quick, connectionless push (e.g. stock update, broadcast of weather/traffic)?  It would be much more efficient to send the content without setting up a connection to each recipient (e.g. using SMS or cell broadcast).

Proposal

It is proposed to carefully analyse the possible push service architecture options and include the full impact of each option in any decision to adopt a new push service.
