Meeting report from the S2 LCS drafting session

Place and time of meeting: Bristol, 7 September 2000 

1. General

The agreed agenda is in Annex 1.

The meeting participants are listed in Annex 2.

2. Incoming LS 

Kirk Burroughs, Qualcomm, presented tdoc 1440 on open interfaces in the access network. This is a revised version of the document presented in the S1 LCS ad hoc meeting in August 2000. The document was noted for information.

Tdocs 1441 and 1470 contain unofficial LSs from S1, which will become official 12 September.

R2 did not react to the LS yet and did not take any decisions on the standalone SMLC in the R2 August meeting. 

The LCS drafting meeting in principle agreed to propose a LS (Tdoc 1646)  to R2 on SMLC in RAN, however, it was felt that a 2 week preview period was needed. It was proposed that the e-mail approval should be finalized before September 18.

3. CRs to geographical area definitions (03.32 &23.032)

Stephen Edge, Siemens, presented tdoc 1354 containing a CR to 03.32 proposing new shapes. Tdoc 1355 contains the corresponding CR to TS 23.032. It was agreed that the CRs should be postponed until T1P1 has handled the issue. Similar changes to 09.02 were not agreed in CN4. 

4. CRs to Release 99 LCS stage 2 specification 23.171, 

The CR to 23.171, tdoc 1473, about moving Iu descriptive text to 25.305 was not agreed. Instead a new CR will be written to describe the interface between the Access Network and the Core Network in more general terms. This new CR, tdoc 1644 should be presented in S2 for approval.

5. Changes and additions to 23.271, tdocs 1471, 1472, 1486, 1487, 1488, 1489

Veijo Vanttinen, Nokia, presented tdocs 1471 and 1472 with proposed changes to 23.271. Several modifications to 1471 were agreed in the meeting to be included in the combined output document for 23.271. A clarification was added that the term "mobile station" may refer to a terminal without SIM/USIM in TS 23.271. The references within the document should be checked and corrected. It was noted that it may be necessary to support LCS signaling between separate access networks via the core network. 

The text on GPS based positioning methods was aligned for GSM and UMTS.

The change to figure 6.1 was not accepted. A note was added about the S1 requirement on OSA-LCS.

Modifications were also agreed to tdoc 1472 to be included in the output document. The description of the signaling between the access and core networks should be aligned with the corresponding text of 23.171.

Fumihiko Yokota, Fujitsu, presented tdoc 1486, which proposes to add APN identity for the LCS Client.

The GPRS APN is specified in 23.003, chapter 9.1. A note was added to the document that APN of the LCS Client should be further defined.

Tdoc 1487 from Fujitsu adds UMTS MS Network capability handling in the PS LCS procedures. It was agreed that corresponding GSM MS capability handling descriptions should be kept, because the LCS system stage 2 document is common to GSM and UMTS. Corresponding changes were agreed to be included in the combined output document.

Tdoc 1488 from Fujitsu proposes to add a new hybrid class for the user privacy profile. The reason to introduce a new class is to have better compatibility between R99 and R00. It was agreed to postpone the CR until the need for a new class from service point of view is discussed and agreed in S1. It was noted that the change could possibly be added to the existing call related class, since MAP has to be changed anyhow for R4.

Tdoc 1489 from Fujitsu proposes to relate the call related class also to an active PDP context. It was agreed to add a note to the document stating that a possible separate class for active PDP context is for further study.
The agreed changes to 23.271 in tdocs 1471, 1472, 1486, 1488, 1489 will be combined into a single document, tdoc xxx4. 

The combined document xxx3 on 23.271 should be made available on the S2 mailing list by September 11. It is proposed to have the document approved over e-mail before (September 22?). If approved by S2, the document should be presented for information as version 1.0.0 to SA Plenary #9. 

6. Project plan on LCS, planning of further work

Reina Fuse, NTT Docomo, presented tdoc 1501 on the project planning of the LCS work in 3GPP and the chairman presented an intermediate version of the current project plan on LCS in 3GPP. It was noted that the ambition is to finalize LCS support in the PS domain by March 2001, including stage 3, and this should be reflected in the plan. The OSA support LCS work task could be moved under the OSA Feature in the plan. The work tasks on defined geographical areas and event based LCS request are still being discussed in S1. 

There were no strong views expressed for or against moving the stage 2 LCS work from S2 to a core network WG.

7. Closing of the meeting

The S2 LCS drafting session was closed at 18:45.
