There are benefits to Federated Learning as it allows to reduce the amount of data needed for training purpose. On the other hand it’s still to be understood how a federated system works in a multi-vendor network. In order to make models from different vendors compatible with each other model technologies need to be aligned and specified. Another aspect to consider is accountability. When a new model is generated out of the participating federated models it is not a transparent process, but hidden within the model itself. 
This contribution adds text to KI#19 evaluation that interoperability of models is not expected without aligning model technology and implementation details.

7.19	Key Issue #19: Multiple NWDAFs interactions for analytics consumption and composition related to large areas
Solution #24 and #56 are built upon the assumption that models can be shared between different NWDAF’s. While this is true for NWDAFs from the same vendor, multi-vendor model sharing requires extensive standardization of model technologies and model execution environment. The TR specification of call flows and interfaces allows NWDAF’s to exchange information but doesn’t guarantee interoperability of models.
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
