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1	Overall description
SA2 have discussed within FS_MUSIM a new feature that in short would enable the UE to respond to paging even if it is not going to set up the Mobile Terminated communication that triggered the paging. The main purpose for this new response is to prevent further paging escalation in the system. One aspect related to this feature is whether there should be specified an upper time boundary that sets a strict requirement on the UE to when the UE shall send this new response. If an upper time boundary is specified for this response to paging, then why not define upper time boundary for other paging responses.
