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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks SA3-LI for their response to clarify the LI requirements for the scenario of accessing SNPN services via PLMN and would like to provide the following feedback.
SA3 statement: As there is no roaming defined for SNPN, an SNPN shall provide necessary facilities in each country in which they want subscribers to use their service.
SA2 feedback: SA2 never discussed whether a single SNPN can span across multiple countries; i.e. this was not in scope of Rel-16. It is also not clear if and how this can work if a country specific PLMN ID is used for the SNPN, which is a valid deployment option.
SA3 statement: "If the country is different from the “home” country (a visited country), the UE launches a DNS query by constructing an FQDN containing labels representing the visited country ID and the SNPN ID. "

SA2 feedback: Enabling this would require to define an FQDN similar as for PLMNs “"n3iwf.5gc.mcc<MCC>.visited-country.pub.3gppnetwork.org"). For PLMNs the 3gppnetwork.org domain is used, which is controlled by GSMA. For SNPNs it is not clear which organization could define such a domain and take care of configuring the DNS infrastructure

Given this SA2 agreed the attached Rel-16 CR which focuses on Rel-16 scenarios and avoids LI issues by restricting the UE to connect to the SNPN's N3IWF only from the same country as the SNPN. 
SA3-LI further asked SA2 the following question:

“SA2 would also like to point out that the following scenario is already supported as it is covered as part of Rel-15 N3IWF selection already:

-
UE is accessing PLMN via SNPN access, SNPN and PLMN are in the same or in different countries.

In this case, N3IWF of the PLMN in the same country (where UE is located) is selected.”
SA3-LI would like to ask SA2 to clarify the significance of the above statement in the context of SNPN N3IWF selection. In our view, the N3IWF selection in the described case is a regular PLMN N3IWF selection and follows the procedure already specified in TS 23.501. How does this case apply to the SNPN N3IWF selection?

SA2: Response:

It is correct that the PLMN N3IWF selection follows the existing procedure. However, as explained in the previous LS, the existing procedure cannot be used as is for the SNPN N3IWF selection as the SNPNs do not support roaming and therefore the option with N3IWF in VPLMN as described in TS 23.501 Figure 4.2.8.2.3-2 is not applicable to SNPNs.
