The Equipment Identity Register (EIR) in the GSM system is the logical entity which is responsible for storing in the network the International Mobile Equipment Identities (IMEIs), used in the GERAN/UTRAN/E-UTRAN system.
The equipment is classified as "white listedallowed", "grey listedtracked", "black listedblocked" or it may be unknown as specified in TS 22.016 [2] and TS 29.002 [26].
This functional entity contains one or several databases which store(s) the IMEIs used in the system.
The mobile equipment may be classified as "white listedallowed", "grey listedtracked" and "black listedblocked" and therefore may be stored in three separate lists.
An IMEI may also be unknown to the EIR.
An EIR shall as a minimum contain an "whiteallowed list" (Equipment classified as "white listedallowed").
