Whether other analytics exposure information is required is FFS.

Analytics filter information is used by the MTLF to select which ML model is requested for the analytics. However, currently the filter information does not contain any information about which parameter is included. In fact, the ML-trained model will vary based on business needs and analytics, it is not a one-size-fits-all approach. Currently, the S-NSSAI and Area of Interest are considered valuable information in the Analytics Filter Information for determining the ML model. Therefore, it is suggested to add these parameters to the filter information.

ADRF is a storage function used by the NWDAF to store and retrieve the data. So, we suggest that MTLF can store the trained ML and can provide the ADRF information as an alternative to the file address.

Contents of ML Model Provisioning

The consumers of the ML model provisioning services (i.e. an AnLF of NWDAF) as described in clause 7 may provide the input parameters as listed below:

Information of the analytics for which the requested ML model is to be used, including:

A list of Analytics ID(s): identifies the analytics for which the ML model is used.

[OPTIONAL] Analytics Filter Information: enable to select which ML model for the analytics is requested. Analytics Filter Information may contain:

Area of Interest;

[OPTIONAL] Target of Analytics Reporting: indicates the object(s) for which ML model for the analytics is requested, entities such as specific UEs, a group of UE(s) or any UE (i.e. all UEs).

A Notification Target Address (+ Notification Correlation ID) as defined in TS 23.502 [3] clause 4.15.1, allowing to correlate notifications received from the ML model provider NWDAF with this subscription.

The ML model provider NWDAF (i.e. an MTLF of NWDAF) provides to the consumer of the ML model provisioning service operations as described in clause 7, the output information as listed below:
