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1. Overall Description:

SA2 would like to thank CT3 for the LS on PDU Session ID assignment for the interworking scenario. SA2 discussed the questions and agreed the following answers.
Question 1:	Is it correct understanding that SMF+PGW-C doesn’t calculate a new PDU session ID at UE handover from MME to ePDG, and vice-versa?
SA2 Answer: Not exactly, please see the answer to Q3.

Question 2: If answer to Q1 is yes, how to resolve the issue raised in bullet 3)?
SA2 Answer: This Question is not relevant.

Question 3: If answer to Q1 is no, can the SMF+PGW-C update the PDU session ID to the PCF with new calculated value?
SA2 Answer: SA2 has agreed the attached CR which requests the SMF+PGW-C to recalculate a new PDU Session ID when the PDN connection handovers between ePDG and MME, based on the corresponding mechanisms as defined in clause 5.4.2 of TS 29.571, e.g. default EBI plus 64 for MME scenario and plus 80 for ePDG scenario. The newly assigned PDU Session ID will be further provided to the PCF for session correlation.
