5.4.11.X 	Tracking Area handling for NR satellite access
A radio cell for NR satellite access may indicate support for one or more TACs for each PLMN. If AMF, based on the ULI, receives multiple TAIs during Registration procedure or UE triggered Service Request procedure in CM-IDLE, and cannot be aware of the TA which the UE is currently located to make a decision, AMF proceeds with the procedure if one of the multiple TACs is not in non-allowed area or Forbidden Area, and initiates LCS procedure as specified in clause 6.10.1 of TS 23.273 [87] to determine the UE location and the TA which the UE is currently located. The AMF should reject any NAS request if the UE is not allowed to operate in the present TA which the UE is currently located. Or the AMF may include that TA to the RA if the UE is allowed to operate in the present TA and the TA is not in the RA.
Editor’s note: Whether UE needs to know the TA it is currently located is FFS.
In case multiple TACs are broadcasted for a PLMN in the serving radio cell for a UE, the NG-RAN may determine the TA which the UE is currently located when the target UE is in CM-CONNECTED state as specified in TS 38.300 [27] and provide that TAI to AMF as part of ULI.
