Introduction
In SA2#147E Intel and Apple provided a set of CRs (S2-2107101, S2-2107102 and S2-2107103) proposing that upon Emergency registration the UE shall not indicate any MUSIM capabilities.
During the discussion in SA2#147E it was argued that after the completion of the Emergency call (in NW A) the UE may want to stay Emergency registered in NW A while performing some activity in NW B.

In our view there is no valid use case to support this scenario for the reasons summarized below.

1. If UE is normally registered, then it requests an Emergency PDU Session to perform the Emergency call. Given that it is normally registered, it has already exchanged its MUSIM capability and therefore this scenario is not relevant here.
2. UE performs Emergency registration when it is in limited service state. After completion of the Emergency call the UE is not reachable for Emergency callback, because the Emergency callback (except in the non-roaming case) is delivered over an ordinary (non-emergency) IMS PDU Session, and the UE in limited service state obviously does not have such a PDU Session.

3. It was argued that the UE may need to keep the Emergency registration in NW A (while doing some activity in NW B) in case it needs to come back to NW A and perform a subsequent Emergency call. In general, if the UE needs to return from NW B to NW A in order to perform a subsequent Emergency call, it can always initiate another Emergency registration. However, if the UE is able to do some activity on NW B, then it is not clear why the UE would not make the Emergency call on NW B in the first place (instead of triggering Emergency Registration in the network where it is in limited service state)?
4. Finally, stage-1 requirements in TS 22.101 clearly state that the UE attempts to make Emergency call over the USIM in normal state first. It also states that the UE shall avoid interruptions by other services of other USIM.

10.9      Emergency Calls in a MUSIM UE
A MUSIM UE shall be able to select a USIM to originate an emergency call in the following priority: 
-    USIM in normal service 
-    USIM in limited service state

The MUSIM UE shall avoid interruptions of emergency call procedures of one USIM by other services of other USIM.
Based on the observations raised above we don’t see any valid use case where the UE would have to indicate and use MUSIM capabilities in a network where it is Emergency registered.
