Key Issue #X: On demand multicast MBS session triggered by AF
5.X.1
Description

Multicat is usually a more resource efficient way of delivering the same content to multiple UEs compared to unicast. When network resources require better utilization or become insufficient (e.g. heavily loaded or congested), based on service specific parameters from the AF, the network may decide to establish an on demand multicast MBS session. The AF may, e.g. based on updated service requirements or information exposured by the network, update the relevant service specific parameters.
To support on demand multicast MBS session triggered by AF, the following aspects are to be studied:
-
What additional service specific parameters (referred to as MBS service specific parameters) are provided by the AF to trigger on demand multicast MBS session establishment;
-
How the 5GS establish on demand multicast MBS session based on the MBS service specific parameters;
-
What information can be provided by the 5GC to the AF, to assist the AF to decide/update the MBS service specific parameters.
