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1. Overall Description:
SA2 thanks CT1 for their LS on use of network provided “Indication of country of UE location”.
In the LS, CT1 asks the use of “Indication of country of UE location” and remove the "Indication of country of UE location" from TS 23.501 and TS 23.502 if no further stage 2 requirement of that indication exist. 
SA2 would like to provide the following feedback:
In the NTN WID (RP-193234) from RAN WG, UEs with GNSS capabilities are assumed. UE can be aware of the country based on its own GNSS capability. 
In addition, in clause 4.23.2 of TS 24.501, a new cause value #78 "PLMN not allowed to operate at the present UE location" is defined. The UE shall store a list of "PLMNs not allowed to operate at the present UE location" and shall not attempt to access a PLMN via satellite NG-RAN access technology which is part of the list. UE selects PLMN with taking the cause value into consideration.
In addition, SA1 LS response (S1-214208/C1-217122/S2-2108994) clarified that there is no impact of “indication of country of UE location” on PLMN selection.
Based on the above analysis, the “indication of country of UE location” is useless. SA2 removes the “indication of country of UE location” from TS 23.501 and TS 23.502.
