-	interworking with EPC;
-	roaming; and
-	direct access to SNPN via non-3GPP access.
For PLMN Operator Class, because the O&M LCS client in the VPLMN is used in roaming scenario, so it is proposed to clarify that it is not applied in SNPN.
