Ranging / Sidelink Positioning: refers to the determination of the distance between two UEs and/or the direction of one UE (i.e. target UE) from the other one (i.e. observer UE) via PC5 interface.
Observer UE: The UE who owns the reference plane and reference direction in the Ranging based service and sidelink positioning.

Target UE: The UE whose distance is measured comparing to the location of the Observer UE, and whose direction is measured by comparing to the reference plane and reference direction of the Observer UE.
