SA2 would like to thank CT1 for the LS on RSC determination in the remote UE for 5G ProSe Layer-3 UE-to-network relay scenario (C1-217452/S2-2200050).
Regarding the question from CT1:

Question:
As in the above mentioned scenario, so how can the remote UE determine the correct RSC for relay discovery?

SA2 would like to provide the answer as following: 
- The Remote UE traffic handling is documented in TS 23.304 clause 6.5.4. For the scenario described in the LS, the Remote UE determines the need to use a Layer-3 UE-to-Network Relay based on the "5G ProSe Layer-3 UE-to-Network Relay Offload indication" in the RSD. 
- The determination of the Relay Service Code (RSC) for the discovery uses the "Policy/parameters for 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay Discovery" within the ProSe Policy defined in TS 23.304 clause 5.1.4.1. Specifically, the following list of configurations exist:
-
5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay Discovery parameters (User Info ID, Relay Service Code(s), UE-to-Network Relay Layer indicator(s)); the UE-to-Network Relay Layer Indicator indicates whether a particular RSC is offering 5G ProSe Layer-2 or Layer-3 UE-to-Network Relay service.
-
Default Destination Layer-2 ID(s) for sending Relay Discovery Solicitation messages and receiving Relay Discovery Announcement and Relay Discovery Additional Information messages;
-
For 5G ProSe Layer-3 UE-to-Network Relay, the PDU Session parameters (PDU Session type, DNN, SSC Mode, S-NSSAI, Access Type Preference) to be used for the relayed traffic without using N3IWF access, or an indication of N3IWF access, for each ProSe Relay Service Code;
-
Includes security related content for 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay Discovery for each ProSe Relay Service Codes.

Therefore, the Remote UE has sufficient information to determine which RSC best suit for its desired use. 

SA2 would also like to point out that the ProSe Policy configuration is consistent among Remote UE and UE-to-Network Relays offering the same RSC. It is therefore more suitable for the RSC selection control than URSP, which may be provided by different operators when Remote UE and UE-to-Network Relay have different HPLMNs.    
SA2 would like to ask CT1 taking the above answer into consideration.
